opposition.

In June, we will be launching a series of events targeting the divisive, climate crisis
denying & corrupt billionaire press. This includes a mass demonstration bringing

together a broad church of different groups who have been scapegoated by the press or
who are working for media reform.

From Feb-May we will be encouraging people across the country to take individual,
creative and slowly escalating actions.
