As a graduation requirement, students are required to complete a minimum of 48 hours of community
service prior to graduation. Each student should complete a minimum of twelve hours of community service
each year. Transfer students must complete a minimum of twelve hours of community service for each of
the years in which they are enrolled at Saugus High School regardless of the transfer date.

The experience of community service enables high school students to contribute their efforts to activities that
are useful to the community and help them to reflect on what they learn from their participation. Upon
completion of community service hours, the student is to return this completed form, with appropriate
signatures, to the Community Service mailbox in the Main Office. The Assistant Principals will then review
proposals and determine their acceptance or rejection.

**Helpful suggestion: Colleges/universities look for commitments toward community service projects.
For example, instead of completing your hours with multiple organizations, try committing your time
and effort to one or two organizations (or develop something on your own) that is meaningful to you.

Don’t just complete the hours because you have to, do it because it’s something that’s important to
you.**
