USES: Hypothetical or unlikely situations
Unreal or improbable situation now or in the future

conditional  If | hadn't been sick, | would have gone to your party.

PAST PERFECT +  WOULD HAVE + PAST PARTICIPLE

USES: The person isimagining a different past
Imaginary situation that did not happen
