player to pick-up ball after their 6th stroke

e  Out of Bounds: Any shot that goes out of bounds carries a penalty of one stroke.
The ball must be placed in bounds, at the point where it crossed the Boundary,
no more than two Club lengths from the boundary.

e Lost Ball: 1 min time limit

e  Continuous Putting: The player who putts first will continue putting until their
ball is in the hole. Each player in turn will follow the same pattern with one
exception; when addressing or putting, your ball or you would be standing in the
line of someone else's putt. If this is the case, you should mark you ball and wait
until it is again your turn to putt

e  Flagstick: Should remain in the cup at all times

Ensure golfers are adhering to golf etiquette (replacing ball marks, walking on greens,
raking sand traps, following OB rules)

Monitor groups to ensure “honest scoring” — pick a group and walk with them for 1-2
holes

Score Reporting

® There are 4 “zones” at Weber Park (South — Holes
1,9; West — Holes 2,8; North — Holes 3,4,5; and East
— Holes 6,7

Coaches should be stationed across either greens or tee-boxes in each of
the “4 zones”. There should be minimum 1 coach per zone

Dismissal / Exit Strategy

Responsible: Host school

Guidelines for exiting the course:
e  Ensure safety as golfers exit the course as players will complete their final hole at different times and different holes
o  After completion of the final hole, players should ensure scorecards are signed and all scores are recorded in Golf Genius
®  Please refer to the following exit strategy:
o  PLAYERS SHOULD REMAIN ADJACENT TO THE GREEN OF THEIR FINISHING HOLE AND HOLD UP THE PROVIDED PLASTIC
YELLOW FLAG TO INDICATE COMPLETION OF ROUND
. At no point should players cut across the course or exit prior to receiving instruction
o Coaches to identify groups holding up yellow cards and chaperone groups off the course, ensuring you are not interfering with
nay other foursomes still playing
