PLURALIZING ADJECTIVES / NOUNS

If the word ends with a vowel (A, O, E, |, U) simply add an S to the end of the word:

Examples:
1. alto — altos
2. guapa — guapas
3. inteligente — inteligentes

If the word ends en a consonant (D, L, N, R, S, etc) simply add an ES to the end of the word.

Examples:
1. servicial — serviciales
2. hablador — habladores
3. cortés — corteses (notice the accent mark is not needed here)
4. gruAidn — grufiones (notice the accent mark is not needed here)

If the word ends with a Z, change it to C before adding the ES.

Example: feliz — felices
actriz — actrices

ADJECTIVE PLACEMENT: In Spanish, the noun usually comes before the adjective,
which is the opposite of English.

Ex: Thetall boy — El muchacho alto
The nice girls — Las muchachas simpaticas

BUEN(@) / MAL(@): These words may go before or after the noun. However, if they go before
the noun, you must drop the final “o”

Ex: El muchacho bueno or Elbuen muchacho.
La muchacha buena or Labuena muchacha.
El perro malo or Elmal perro.
La musica mala or Lamala musica.
