Scholarship Guidelines

The Everett Wrestling Booster will provide up to $1,000 in scholarships to
qualifying senior athletes currently wrestling in the program. The scholarship will
not exceed $500 per individual applicant but could be less than $500. Being
chosen to receive this scholarship not only helps with the monetary expenses
that come with higher education, but also recognizes your commitment,
leadership, and dedication that you have provided to the Everett Wrestling
program. Applicants must provide the following:

e Be a graduating senior from Everett Area High School or participating
Co-op who is scheduled to graduate in the spring of the current school
year and plans on attending a trade school, college, or university.

e Participated (as a wrestler) in the program for three consecutive years
from 10" through 12*" grade.

Minimum GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale

e Applicant must submit an essay with a minimum of 250 words on “How
you feel wrestling has impacted your life and why you would encourage
others to participate.”

e Provide two letters of recommendation: one from a coach and one from a
teacher or administrator within your respective School District.

Award: $0-$500
Deadline: April 24, 2026
Supplementary Questions:

1. To qualify for this scholarship, you must have wrestled in the wrestling
program for 3 consecutive seasons from 10" -12"" grade.

2. Receive letters of recommendation from a coach and a
teacher/administrator from the applicants School District. Each letter
should address the applicant’s leadership, character, and attitude.

3. Submit your GPA along with a signature from the guidance counselor for
verification.

4. Submit your minimum 250-word essay of “How wrestling has impacted
your life and why you would encourage others to participate.”
