Monsieur le Président,

Nous vous écrivons en tant qu’organisations haitiennes et alliées en faveur de la justice et des
réparations pour Haiti, afin de demander a la France de respecter ses principes déclarés en
matic¢re de droits humains en remboursant la « dette d’indépendance » qu’elle a extorquée a Haiti.

En 1825, sous la menace d’une invasion par la marine napoléonienne, Haiti, nouvellement
indépendante, a été contrainte par la France a payer 150 millions de francs (ramenés plus tard a
90 millions) pour indemniser les anciens propriétaires de plantations de leurs « biens » perdus, y
compris les personnes réduites en esclavage qu’ils avaient exploitées. Cette rancon, dont les
économistes estiment qu’elle a couté a Haiti, au minimum, des dizaines de milliards de dollars, a
plongé le pays dans une dette écrasante qui a freiné son développement pendant des générations.

L’année 2025 marque le 200e anniversaire de la « dette de I'indépendance » d’Haiti, ou, comme
beaucoup l'ont justement appelée, de la « rangon de I'indépendance ». Le silence de la France
pendant des décennies a ce sujet est largement reconnu comme un manquement moral, mais
aussi comme une injustice aggravée. Il est grand temps que la France reconnaisse et répare cette
injustice.

Premiérement, il y a un impératif moral évident. La lutte révolutionnaire d’Haiti a été la
premicre révolte réussie de personnes réduites en esclavage, qui a pleinement mis en ceuvre les
principes de liberté, d’égalité et de fraternité. Au lieu de considérer Haiti comme un partenaire de
la liberté, la monarchie frangaise restaurée a extorqué une rangon en compensation des Haitiens
captifs que les esclavagistes francais considéraient comme leur « propriété ». Haiti a payé deux
fois pour sa liberté, et les conséquences de ce paiement continuent de faconner la réalité du pays
aujourd’hui. La restitution de cette injustice corrigerait ce tort historique et constituerait un
exemple inspirant de leadership moral.

Deuxiémement, il y a une logique économique. Au licu d’investir dans les infrastructures de
base — écoles, routes, systemes d’assainissement, santé publique — Haiti a été contrainte de
détourner ses maigres ressources vers ses anciens esclavagistes, le gouvernement frangais et les
banques francaises et américaines, pour rembourser la dette et les préts ultérieurs. La richesse
extraite dans le cadre de cette rancon a freiné la croissance du PIB d’Haiti de plusieurs décennies
et a engendré un cycle de dépendance a I’égard de l'aide étrangere et de endettement qui persiste
encore aujourd’hui. I’économie et les infrastructures d’Haiti restent entravées par deux siccles
d’appauvrissement da a cette dette. Sa vulnérabilité disproportionnée aux conséquences du
changement climatique — ouragans, sécheresses, inondations — et aux tremblements de terre
qui secouent réguliecrement I'lle trouve également ses racines dans cette histoire d’extraction
coloniale. Une restitution francaise permettrait de relancer des investissements essentiels, qu’il
s’agisse de logements résistants aux ouragans, d’éducation ou de développement rural, et de
rompre le cycle de pauvreté perpétué par cette injustice historique.
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Troisiémement, il y a une exigence juridique. Il est largement admis qu’Haiti dispose d’'un
dossier solide pour enrichissement sans cause, au motif que le contrat de rangon pour
I'indépendance conclu entre la France et Haiti était nul, et que la France s’est ensuite injustement
enrichie aux dépens d’Haiti. Bien que le contrat prétendument illégal soit entré en vigueur il y a
deux siecles, il I’était déja au regard du droit tel qu’il existait en 1825, ce qui justifie la demande de
restitution.

Enfin, il y a la crédibilité géopolitique. La France se proclame depuis longtemps championne
des droits humains — en effet, « Liberté, Egahté, Fraternité » est inscrit sur ses batiments
publics. Si la France prend ces idéaux au sérieux, elle doit entamer un processus participatif
impliquant le peuple haitien pour négocier un ensemble de restitutions et de réparations. Le
leadership exige des actions concrétes, et non de simples déclarations ou gestes symboliques.

Au XXle siecle, le pouvoir ne réside pas seulement dans ce que 'on prend, mais aussi dans ce
que I'on restitue. Faire face au passé n’est pas une honte a dissimuler, mais une occasion de batir
un avenir fondé sur I'égalité, la liberté et la dignité humaine pour tous. Il est temps que la France
reconnaisse cette vérité et rembourse enfin sa « rangon de I'indépendance ».

Nous, soussignés, nous engageons a poursuivre notre collaboration avec tous les partenaires et
acteurs investis dans ce mouvement afin de répondre de toute urgence a ce préjudice historique
et a ses effets dévastateurs sur la vie des Haitiens d’aujourd’hui.

Dear President Macron,

We write as Haitian and allied organizations in support of justice and reparations for Haiti, to call
on France to live up to its stated human rights principles by repaying the “independence debt” it
extorted from Haiti.

In 1825, under threat of invasion by Napoleon’s navy, newly independent Haiti was forced by
France to pay 150 million francs (later reduced to 90 million) to compensate former plantation
owners for their lost “property,” including the enslaved people they had exploited. This
ransom—which economists have estimated cost Haiti, at minimum, tens of billions of
dollars—plunged Haiti into crippling debt, stunting its development for generations.

2025 marks the 200™ year anniversary of Haiti’s “independence debt” or, as many people have
aptly termed it, “independence ransom.” France’s decades-long silence on the debt is widely
acknowledged as not only a moral failing, but a compounding injustice. It is long past time for
France to acknowledge and remedy this injustice.

First, there is a clear moral imperative. Haiti’s revolutionary struggle was the first successful
revolt of enslaved people and captives, that fully implemented the principles of Liberty, Equality,
and Fraternity. Instead of embracing Haiti as a partner in liberty, the restored French monarchy
extorted a ransom as compensation for the captive Haitians that the French enslavers insisted
were their “property.”” Haiti paid for its freedom twice over, and the consequences of that
payment continue to shape the country’s reality today. Restitution for that injustice would correct
this historic wrong and provide an inspiring example of moral leadership.

Second, there is an economic logic. Instead of investing in basic infrastructure—schools,
roads, sanitation systems, public health—Haiti was forced to divert scarce resources to former
enslavers in France, the French government, and French and US. banks to repay the debt and
subsequent loans. The wealth extracted under this ransom set Haiti’s GDP growth back by
decades, and resulted in a cycle of foreign aid dependence and entrenched debt that persists to
this day. Haiti’s economy and infrastructure is still hampered by the two centuries of
impoverishment from the debt. Its disproportionate vulnerability to the consequences of climate
change—hurricanes, droughts, and floods—and earthquakes, which regularly shake the island, is
also rooted in this history of colonial extraction. French restitution could jump-start critical
investments, from hurricane-resistant housing to education and rural development, breaking the
cycle of poverty perpetuated by historical injustice.

Third, there is the legal demand. It is widely accepted that Haiti has a strong case for unjust
enrichment, on the basis that the independence ransom contract between France and Haiti was
void, and that France was subsequently unjustly enriched at Haiti’s expense. Although the
allegedly unlawful contract went into force two centuries ago, the agreement was illegal even
according to the law as it stood in 1825, grounding the case for restitution.
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Finally, there is geopolitical credibility. France has long proclaimed itself a champion of
human rights—indeed, “Liberté, Egalité, Fraternité” is inscribed on its public buildings. If
France is serious about those ideals, then it needs to negotiate a restitution and reparations
package through a participatory process that involves the Haitian people. Leadership requires

concrete action, not just rhetoric and symbolic measures.

In the 21st century, power is not merely what you take, but what you give back. Reckoning with
the past is not an embarrassment to be concealed, but an opportunity to build a future founded
on equality, freedom, and human dignity for all. It’s time for France to recognize that truth and
finally repay its “independence ransom.”

We the undersigned are committed to continued collaboration with all partners and stakeholders
invested in this movement to respond with urgency to this historical harm and its ongoing,
devastating impacts on the lives of Haitians today.

Estimado Presidente Macron:

Le escribimos en nombre de organizaciones haitianas y aliadas en apoyo a la justicia y las
reparaciones para Haitf, para instar a Francia que cumpla con los principios de derechos
humanos que ha declarado y que devuelva la «deuda de independencia» con la cual extorsioné a
Haiti.

En 1825, bajo la amenaza de invasiéon por parte de la armada de Napoledn, la recién
independizada Haiti fue obligada por Francia a pagar 150 millones de francos (posteriormente
reducidos a 90 millones) como compensasion a los antiguos propietarios de plantaciones por la
supuesta perdida de sus «propiedades», que inclufan a las personas esclavizadas que habian
explotado. Segin estimaciones de economistas, este pago forzado, le costé a Haiti, como
minimo, decenas de miles de millones de ddlares, y sumi6 al pais en una deuda agobiante que
frend su desarrollo econémico y social durante generaciones.

En 2025 se cumple el bicentenario de la «deuda de la independencia» de Haiti o, como muchos la
han denominado acertadamente, el «rescate de la independencia». El silencio de Francia durante
décadas sobre esta deuda es ampliamente reconocido no solo como una falta moral, sino como
una injusticia agravada. Ya es hora de que Francia reconozca esta deuda y repare esta injusticia.

En primer lugar, existe un claro imperativo moral. L.a lucha revolucionaria de Hait{ fue la
primera revuelta exitosa de esclavos y cautivos que aplicé plenamente los principios de libertad,
igualdad y fraternidad. En lugar de acoger a Haiti como un socio en la libertad, la restaurada
monarquia francesa extorsiono6 un rescate como compensacion por los cautivos haitianos que los
esclavistas franceses insistfan en considerar como su «propiedad». Haiti pagd dos veces por su
libertad, y las consecuencias de ese pago siguen determinando la realidad del pafs en la
actualidad. La restitucion de esa injusticia corregiria este error histérico y constituiria un ejemplo
inspirador de liderazgo moral.

En segundo lugar, existe una légica econémica. En lugar de invertir en infraestructuras
basicas —escuelas, carreteras, sistemas de saneamiento, salud publica— Haitf se vio obligado a
desviar sus escasos recursos hacia los antiguos esclavistas en Francia, al gobierno francés y a los
bancos franceses y estadounidenses con el fin de pagar la deuda y los préstamos posteriores. La
riqueza extraida con este rescate retraso el crecimiento del PIB de Haiti por décadas y dio lugar a
un ciclo de dependencia de la ayuda exterior y de deuda arraigada que persiste hasta hoy. La
economia y las infraestructuras de Hait{ siguen lastradas por dos siglos de empobrecimiento
derivado de esa deuda. Su desproporcionada vulnerabilidad a las consecuencias del cambio
climatico —huracanes, sequias e inundaciones— y a los terremotos que sacuden regularmente la
isla también tiene sus raices en esta historia de explotacién colonial. La restitucion por parte de
Francia podria impulsar inversiones fundamentales, desde viviendas resistentes a huracanes hasta
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la educacion y el desarrollo rural, rompiendo asi el ciclo de pobreza perpetuado por la injusticia
historica.

En tercer lugar, existe la exigencia juridica. Es ampliamente reconocido que Haitf cuenta con
argumentos solidos para reclamar el enriquecimiento injusto, basandose en que el contrato de
rescate de la independencia entre Francia y Haiti era nulo y que, posteriormente, Francia se
enriquecio injustamente a costa del pueblo haitiano. Aunque el contrato, presuntamente ilegal,
entr6 en vigor hace dos siglos, el acuerdo ya era considerado ilegal incluso conforme la
legislacion vigente en 1825, lo que fundamenta la reclamacion de restitucion.

Por ultimo, esta la credibilidad geopolitica. Francia se ha proclamado durante mucho tiempo
defensora de los derechos humanos; de hecho, «Liberté, Egalité, Fraternité» estd inscrito en sus
edificios publicos. Si realmente se toma en serio esos ideales, Francia debe negociar un paquete
de restitucion y reparaciéon mediante un proceso participativo en el que se implique al pueblo
haitiano. El liderazgo requiere acciones concretas, no retérica y medidas simbolicas.

En el siglo XXI, el poder no es solo lo que se toma, sino lo que se devuelve. Aceptar el pasado
no es una verglienza que haya que ocultar, sino una oportunidad para construir un futuro basado
en la igualdad, la libertad y la dignidad humana para todos y todas. Es hora de que Francia
reconozca esa verdad y finalmente pague su rescate por la independencia.
