All students in Grade 11 (Class of 2024) will take the SAT during the school 
day on Wednesday, March 1, 2023.  All other students in grades 9, 10, and 12 
will have an asynchronous eLearning day that day. 
This is a required test for all juniors, regardless of their post-secondary plans.  
Their score does NOT impact their ability to graduate; however, school-wide 
participation does affect our overall school grade.   
This is a college-reportable score.  Students will have the option to send their 
scores to up to four colleges.  If your student would like to practice in advance, 
they are encouraged to visit: https://www.khanacademy.org/sat.  Please note this 
date and make every effort to have your student in school during the morning.
