Measurements: Countryside Inn DSP 15cm x 30.5cm
Score from left at 5cm, 12.6cm and 20.2cm

On 12.6cm score line measure down 4cm from the top
and draw a line from there to the top of the 20.2cm
line, creating a triangle. Cut the triangle out and keep
for later.

Basic White cardstock 14cm x 7cm & 7cm x 7cm
Night of Navy cardstock 9cm x 10cm

Instructions:

1. After you have cut out the triangle above, turn the DSP over and put a thin line of tombo to the
right of the first fold as shown here and fold the middle sections together to form a pocket. By
bringing the 20.2cm score line to the glue.

It should now look like this with the pocket for cash or lottery ticket etc.

Cut the largest circle from Stylish Shapes Dies, the scissors and cotton reels from night of
Navy piece as shown S
Cut the next size down circle from Basic White cardstock.
Stamp the sewing machine above center, to allow for the
scissors, using night of Navy ink.

Adhere the 2 halves of the scissors together and attach to
the circle.

Wrap small pieces of white ribbon around the cotton reels
and adhere using glue dots. Attach to the sewing machine
using glue dots.

Use dimensionals to attach the white circle to the Navy
circle. Fold up the card front and attach the Navy circle
using Tombo only on the left side of the circle.

Attach the triangle piece of DSP to the front of the card.
Stamp sentiment on the white 14cm x 7cm piece, add 3mm
strips of DSP if you wish, to decorate.

Place the rhinestone on the scissors.
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
