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This program may be modified according to the specific interests of the
group of students in agreement with the academic direction of Academia
Buenos Aires. The calendar can also be modified. The changes will be timely
and clearly informed to the students.

This course is an introduction to the history and cultures from
pre-Columbian to the present times of the nations that compose the Latin
American continent today with a focus on Argentina.“Identity” is an axis
which the course will intensively explore: how was it built?, who are
the“others™?, how did the construction of the different nation states affected
culture and its manifestations? It explores distinctive cultural aspects of Latin
America: history, social structures, traditions, artistic movements, music and
literature. An overview from distinctive aspects to the concept of “hybrid
cultures” and special phenomena such as independence,revolution,
migration, modernization, populism, postmodernism and fragmentation.
Drawing on essays, but also on short stories, chronicles, paintings, films and
music. The course poses questions rather than finding answers. The purpose
of the course is to introduce students to Latin American problems in their
cultural and historical context and to analyze diverse aspects of culture and
civilization in their complexity.
