Important Information

Drop-Off

Children may be dropped off beginning at 8:45 AM each morning. We ask that for DAY 1
parents actually walk up with their child- you can park in the back lot near the playground to
walk kids in or street parking. There will be a table set up under the portico.

Pick-Up

Pick-up begins at 1:00 PM each day. We will run it similarly to a car rider line! Please stay in
your car and pull up to the portico. We will call your child from inside and have them meet you at
the secondary door. Don’t worry we'll have signs and people helping you know when to move
and where to go!

& Easy Pick-Up Process: Check in under the portico — Pull forward — Child dismissed at the
designated pickup area — Exit the parking lot.
