Recognising that Muslims in India were lagging behind in
terms of various development indicators, the government set up
a high-level committee in 2005. Chaired by Justice Rajindar
Sachar, the committee examined the social, economic and
educational status of the Muslim community in India. The report
discusses in detail the marginalisation of this community.
