A. GOD CALLED PHILLIP FROM A PLACE.
1. Phillip was in Samaria and things were going really well.
2. God calls people from good places (as well as bad) Abraham Gn 12:1
Acts 7:4 David 1Sam 17 Nehemiah Neh 2:5 Jesus Jn 6:38
B. THE SPIRIT DID NOT SEND HIM ON THE PATH.
1. God does not usually call us to the obvious, popular, easy route!
2. GOD HAS A REASON -TRUST AND GO. Is 55:9
C. THE SPIRIT SENT HIM DOWN THE ROAD.
1. The Southern road was hard, hot, and dangerous. It was very remote.
2. God calls us from places of comfort to travel a rough road Mt 10:16 Lk
22:36
.  THE HOLY SPIRIT WILL BE YOUR
A. THE SPIRIT CAN BE YOU MOMENT TO MOMENT GUIDE.
1. The Holy Spirit speaks in detail to you - Are you listening?
2. Rom 8:14 Ps 143:10 Lk 12:11-12
B. THE SPIRIT SETS UP DIVINE .
1. The Spirit of God in you will lead you to the perfect place, at the perfect
time, with the perfect people.
2. A dry, dusty and dangerous road in a desert...45 miles of walking to End
just 5 Miles from Gaza...almost there Phillip would meet a very powerful
man. Jn 16:13
C. THE SPIRIT WILL GUIDE YOU TO NATURALLY ACHIEVE THE
V36-39.
1. When you hear the voice of The Spirit, Willing to Walk, Obey all the
natural steps - you will naturally experience the supernatural.
2. Acts 1:8 Hb 2:3-4
. GOD WILL DO GREAT THINGS IN UNEXPECTED PLACES
A. IT WAS ALL ABOUT THE (THEY NEVER GOT TO GAZA).
1. The Ethiopian was baptised about 5 miles from Gaza.
2. God often makes the calling about the journey, we focus too much on the
destination. Job 42:3
B. DON'T UNDERESTIMATE THE IMPORTANCE OF .
1. God called Phillip from reaching an entire city, to travel an isolated road
towards a strange destination...to meet ONE PERSON.
2. That one person took the gospel to Ethiopia and all of East Africa. He was
in a position of great influence.
C. WHEN WE , GOD DOES THINGS THAT ARE EXPONENTIALLY GREAT.
1. Give God your good days, best days. Fear nothing and obey the Spirit
