A Kitchen Range, more commonly known as a stove, combines together a 
cooktop/stovetop and an oven into one single appliance.

Description 

Kitchen ranges are a fundamental appliance in any modern kitchen for good quality 
food preparation. It provides you with a controlled source of heat for cooking a 
variety of dishes, all at same time. The stove is at the top part of the appliance, 
offer direct heat which is ideal for frying, boiling and simmering foods. The oven 
part is situated below the stove is best for baking, roasting and broiling things. 
Some of the newer models also come with a grilling section as well. These have 
become a staple in households and commercial kitchens alike across the globe.

Now depending on your kitchen needs and aesthetics, they can be categorized into 
two different styles and four different fuel types 

 

Styles: Free standing and slide-in kitchen ranges 

The key difference between the two kinds is mainly where their controls are 
located, and how each is installed.  

Slide-in kitchen ranges are made in such as way that they fit seamlessly between 
kitchen cabinets, and to give that built in look. Also, the controls are located at the 
front. Their biggest disadvantage is not having a backgaurd. Therefore, people who 
do have it stalled usually have to put some kind of protective layer on the wall 
behind it to protect it from spills and splashes.

Fuel Types: gas, electric, induction, and dual fuel 

 

Gas ranges have gas heat on the stovetop and inside the oven. They cook food with 
an open flame and require a dedicated natural gas or propane line. Gas heat is 
known for its responsiveness: the flame can be adjusted instantly, allowing you to 
quickly move between heat levels. An open flame can also be used to flame-grill, 
char and flambé right on the stovetop. They can be freestanding or slide-in.

We replaced our vintage one in an old road 
ranger. It fit nicely, except we had to buy a piece of stainless steel strip to fill a 3/4” 
gap in the back. So plan on that if you’re replacing a vintage model. Other than 
that, it went right in, fitting for fitting. It requires 12v for the lights as well. Pretty 
easy to add if you’re handy enough to do the job to begin with.​
The blue lights on the knobs: you either love them or hate them. We just opt not to 
turn them on and that’s all I’ll say to that lol. 

 

Electric ranges feature electric heat on the stovetop and inside the oven. On the 
stovetop, heat is typically generated through metal coils, often housed in an 
easy-to-clean, flat glass surface. Inside the oven, heating elements are generally 
known to provide dry, consistent heat excellent for roasting and broiling. They also 
can be either freestanding or slide-in style.
