Immediately I was in
the Spirit; and behold, a throne was standing in heaven, and One
' sitting on the throne.” (Revelation 4:1-2)
There are seasons of outpouring in this life where the Lord
opens doors to give us greater access to heavenly
understanding. The apostle John was called, by God/Christ,
to come up through an open heavenly door to experience spiritual understanding of
things to come. John became so aware of the spiritual realities that the things of this
earth just began to fade away. His first vision was of the incredible scene at the throne.
The revelations of life flows from you Lord Jesus Christ. John was called up into these
visions to receive information about things to come; it started with a revelation of
Christ on the throne. The first voice which John heard was a command to come up and
see the glories of heaven. He afterwards heard other sounds—the sounds of joyous
praise. There is always a door opening for God’s people in these days. We must draw
near to Him; let Him carry us away in the Spirit to His throne of grace and mercy. That
is where you will begin to understand things to come from God.

e What Door Is The Lord Opening For You?
“I know your deeds. Behold, I have put before you an open door which no one can shut....”

(Revelation 3:8) Look for the door which God/Christ is opening for you and know
it’s good.

e Open Your Door Into A Revelation Of Christ And The Supernatural Realm.
“After these things I looked, and behold, a door standing open in heaven. And the first voice
which I heard was like a trumpet speaking with me, saying, “Come up here, and I will show
you things which must take place afier this.” Immediately I was in the Spirit; and behold, a
throne set in heaven, and One sat on the throne.” (Revelation 4:1-2) Look and believe
that God is opening all doors to reveal who he really is.

e Open Your Door Into The Supernatural Realm — The Gifts Of The Spirit.

“After these things I looked, and behold, a door standing open in heaven.” (Revelation 4:1-2)

Christ’s Holy Spirit will direct you to open your own door to your personal Gift of
The Holy Spirit.

e Open Doors Of Ministry.

“Devote yourselves to prayer, keeping alert in it with an attitude of thanksgiving; praying
at the same time for us as well, that God will open up to us a door for the word, so that we
may speak forth the mystery of Christ, for which I have also been imprisoned.” (Colossians
4:2-3) God gives each of us a gift to minister to others in our own way. Open that
door now.
