Application Materials  

1.​ Recommendation from your school’s Music Program Director (ex. band or orchestra). If the student's 
school does not have a music program that supports their instrument you may submit a recommendation 
from your private instructor. Students should provide the name and email of their teacher or instructor. 
We will send a direct link for them to provide a recommendation on the student's behalf. 

2.​ Unlisted YouTube video compiled in one video. Candidates must state their names and announce the 
pieces they are playing. See below for full instructions.  
a) Orchestra excerpts: All strings, woodwinds (except flutes), and brass should prepare a solo piece of 
your choosing (2 minutes max) and one orchestral excerpt. 
b) Flute candidates should play the following excerpts found in the audition packets online. (Beethoven 
Symphony No. 3 & Bizet Carmen Suite No. 1). 
c) Percussionists should include an excerpt for snare, timpani, and mallets. 

3.​ Completion of the application form (you will be asked to share material from 1 &; 2). 
 

 
Timeline: 

●​ All applicants will be notified if they move on to the final round of live auditions by April 1, 2025. 
●​ Applicants who make it to the final round of live auditions will be assigned an audition time slot over 1 

of the 2 days of auditions at the Woodruff Arts Center: 
○​ Friday, May 16th 

○​ Saturday, May 17th 

 
Create An Unlisted YouTube video.  
Start recording your video (horizontal position). State your name and the pieces you’re performing, then 
perform your excerpt followed by your solo piece. All videos must be taken in one sitting – no splicing allowed. 
We will be listening for tone, intonation, technique, and range.  

1.​ Go to youtube.com  
2.​ Login or create a YouTube account  
3.​ In the top right-hand corner of your screen, click on the video camera with the +  
4.​ In the drop-down menu, click on “upload video”  
5.​ A window will pop up. Click “select files”  

 



 
6. Select the file from your computer and click “open”  
7.​ A new box will pop up. Please title your video: LastName_First Name_Instrument (example: 

Doe_John_Flute)  
8.​ Scroll down in the pop-up window and select “no, it’s not made for kids” and then click “next” in the 

bottom right corner of your-pop up window.  
9.​ You will now be shown a pop-up that is called “Video Elements” - do not change anything. Click “next” 

in the bottom right corner of your-pop up window.  



 
10.​You will now be shown a pop-up that is called “Checks” - do not change anything. Click “next” in the 

bottom right corner of your-pop up window.  
11.​You will now be shown a pop-up that is called “Visibility”. Click “unlisted” and then click “save” in the 

bottom right corner of your-pop up window.  
12.​Copy your video link and click “close”
