kindling.” From the acquisition of a single grove in 1921, the League has raised millions
of dollars to build and expand this park. Today Humboldt Redwoods spans 53,000 acres,
an area almost twice the size of San Francisco. About one third, or 17,000 acres, of the
park is old-growth redwood forest—the largest expanse of ancient redwoods left on the
planet.
