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Hopekids Huddle Time (30 mins)   
 

Big point: Be Like David, Be Courageous! 
God’s word: Story of David vs Goliath (1 Samuel 17) 
Memory verse: Be strong and brave. Don’t be afraid of them. Don’t be terrified because of 
them. The Lord your God will go with you. He will never leave you. He’ll never desert you. 
(Deuteronomy 31:6) 
Life question: Why do I need courage from God?

Huddle leaders prepare OWN materials, in BLUE 

 
Welcome & Toilet Time - 5 mins 
<Instruct> Each child to turn to the friend sitting on the left, give the friend a smile, together with 
a pat on the left shoulder, and say “Hi <insert friend’s name>. I’m happy to see you here”. 
Welcome NEW kids/ 2nd time kids, address them by names. Make sure NEW kids collect 10 
points (explain to new kids, what the point for). Inform NEW kids that you would like to visit him/ 
her, take a group photo with NEW kids (DO NOT POST in social media, for internal use 
ONLY) 
<Ask> All children if they remember the Big Point. The LG repeats the big point together. 
 
<Act> Teacher acts out the Big Point with the children.  
 
Huddle Activity 1 - 15 mins 
Discussion (leaders prepare paper & pens) for kids to write them down 
 

1.​ Why were King Saul and his army afraid?  (Goliath taunted them every day for 40 
days) 

2.​ What did Jesse ask David to do?  (Take food to his brothers and see how they 
were doing) 

3.​ Why was David not afraid of Goliath?  (He knew that God was on his side) 
4.​ Why did Saul think David couldn’t fight Goliath?  (He was too young) 
5.​ How did God prepare David to fight Goliath?  (When he was a shepherd God gave 

him power to fight off animals that tried to hurt the sheep) 
6.​ How did David fight with Goliath a) with his fists b) with Saul’s armor and weapons 

or c) with the Lord’s power? 



7.​ Name something that can be an enemy in our lives? 
8.​ How will God help us fight our enemies? (With His power living inside us)
