Osage Varsity Indians Power Past Cole Camp in High-Scoring Thriller, 
13–7 

In a wild, back-and-forth contest full of walks, errors, and clutch hits, the Osage Varsity Indians surged 
ahead late and held off the Cole Camp Bluebirds for a 13–7 victory on Saturday afternoon. 

Osage trailed 4–0 early after a shaky top of the first that included three walks, a hit batter, and a dropped 
third strike. But the Indians responded quickly with Hayden Helton and Chance Ottens reaching base and 
scoring on an error and a single, trimming the deficit to 4–2. 

By the bottom of the third, Osage tied the game 4–4 and then took the lead with a two-run single by Ottens 
in the fourth, scoring Kade Stoufer and Ethan Wall. The Indians kept the bats hot in the middle innings, 
pushing their lead to 9–6 after five and breaking the game open with a four-run sixth highlighted by a 
two-RBI double from Helton and a follow-up RBI single by Ottens. 

Osage improved its offensive efficiency and showed resilience after falling behind early. Despite allowing 
seven runs, the defense made several key plays to limit further damage, and the pitching duo of Wall and 
Zilz combined for ten strikeouts.
