Abstract

The article is devoted to a comparative stylistic analysis of the scenography of two
ballets Sylvia for which Leo Delibes provided the music, i.e. the one staged at the end of the
20th century by the American choreographer John Neumeier atthe Paris Opera Garnier
(1997) and the one staged at the beginning of the 21st century by Manuel Legris, the director
of the ballet company at the Vienna State Opera (2018). Each production is a striking event of

its time and an excellent example of a new scenographic vision.
