Parent FAQ 
Q: How does my teen make-up missed assignments, while in quarantine? Updated 1/7 

A: All teachers will post Zoom links, instructional materials and assignments on their CANVAS page 
while in quarantine.  

Q: Do these Zoom links give my teen access to their classes virtually?  Updated 1/7 

A: Teachers will have the option to live stream their classes on Zoom or provide instruction through their 
Academic support Zoom time (virtual check-in time). Teachers decide individually which method 
matches the day’s lesson and their preference for how best to support quarantine students. Teachers will 
communicate the method of support to their quarantine students. Zoom links, instructional materials 
and assignments are posted on every teacher’s Canvas page. *Please note that live stream is not 
simultaneous instruction. Teachers will ensure that students can access instruction remotely, but will not 
be required to incorporate “interactive  strategies”. Teachers will follow-up with quarantined students 
over any questions they may have during instruction.    

Q: How should I notify the school if my teen has tested positive or is in quarantine? 

A:  Notify a staff member AND complete the MCPS form.  

1.​ The parent will notify any staff member at school and provide the following information: 

a.​ What day did the student test positive? 

b.​ As of what date is the student in quarantine? 

c.​ Last date the student was present at school?​ ​ ​ ​ ​ ​  

Q: Do parents have to send a negative test result before their teen can return to school?  

A: Students who are in close contact can get a COVID test after day 5 and return after day 7 with a 
negative COVID test.  Students who test positive cannot shorten the quarantine. Quarantine calculator

Q: Can high school students be part of the rapid testing?   

A: Blair currently has rapid tests available for students in the health room. However, students must have 
symptoms and parents must complete a permission form. In addition, we have pool testing every Friday, 
with parent permission.

Q: If the one student in a multigenerational household is quarantined and not attending school, 
should the other siblings or relatives in that same household also be quarantined? 

A: If the student is in quarantine due to close contact with a positive or symptomatic case, other students 
in the household do not need to quarantine if they have not had close contact with the positive individual. 
If the student in quarantine develops symptoms or tests positive, household members should quarantine. 
Here is the quarantine decision flowchart.  

Q: My teen shows flu-like symptoms, what should I do? 

A: It’s important that students don't spread their illness to others. Please keep them home when they are 
sick and have them tested for COVID-19 as an extra precaution. Refer to the Student Health Checklist to 
determine if your child should stay at home. Student Health Checklist 

Q: When are we getting at-home rapid test kits? Updated 1/10 

A: Montgomery Blair HS received their at-home tests on Thursday afternoon. The distribution date is 
Monday, January 10, 2022.  See below for specific distribution details for our school. 

During Period 7 on Monday, January 7, 2022, all students will be given a kit of at-home rapid tests.  Each 
kit contains 2 tests and should be used for the same individual, regardless of vaccination status or 
presence of COVID-19 symptoms. Please ensure your student brings the test kit home and administers the 
first test the evening of Monday, January 7, 2022.   

●​ STUDENTS WHO ARE ABSENT ON DISTRIBUTION DAY:  Students who are not in school 
on Monday, January 10, 2022 may pick up a test during lunch from the Media Center upon their 
return. 

●​ STUDENTS ON ABBREVIATED SCHEDULES OR ATTENDING EDISON: For students on 
an abbreviated schedule or who attend Edison they will be provided tests as they depart and will 
be directed to a designated area to retrieve the kit after their last class of the day.   

●​ STUDENTS ATTENDING THE MONTGOMERY VIRTUAL ACADEMY:  Please contact the 
school to make arrangements to retrieve your student kit.  

We will have a roster and attendance system to ensure all students and staff receive a test kit and will be 
reaching out directly to families who did not receive test kits on Monday, January 10, 2022. 

Students and staff will receive take-home rapid test kits this week. Parents are asked to help students 
administer these tests at home and to submit whether their child has tested positive or negative using the 
MCPS COVID-19 Reporting Form. (You may also call your child’s school if you are not able to submit 
the information electronically.) Please report all results, both positive and negative, when using the rapid 
test kits distributed in schools by this Friday, January 14. Please also continue to report all positive test 
results for students and staff that come from tests not provided by the school system. Any student who 
tests positive will be required to isolate for 10 days from the date of the positive test, or 10 days from the 
onset of symptoms, whichever is earlier.

How do we know if we will move to virtual learning? Updated 1/10 

Moving forward, MCPS will work with the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) to 
examine schools on a case-by-case basis to determine if any particular school needs to transition to virtual 
learning for a designated period of time due to health or operational reasons. Factors considered will 
continue to include the number of students and staff who have tested positive; the number of students in 
quarantine; the number of staff absent for COVID-related reasons; and the level of spread of the virus in 
the school. We will inform families as soon as we are notified.  

Athletics Implications and Updates: 
●​ No spectators will be allowed at contests in MCPS facilities through January 16.  

●​ All overnight travel is canceled through January 16. 

●​ If a team has three or more active positive COVID-19 cases, all team activities must be paused 
for 14 days. The 14 day pause begins from the last exposure (team activity). 

●​ The PG Sportsplex has canceled all activities for the remainder of the season. Select indoor track 
& field meets will be hosted outdoors at MCPS schools. 

●​ High school schedules may be adjusted on an ongoing basis to allow a team that loses an 
opponent due to COVID-19 to compete against another school who also loses an opponent on the 
same play date. 

Extracurricular Activities (ECA) Implications: Updated 1/10 

●​ In-Person Extracurricular Activities May Resume Tuesday, Jan. 18 

All participants are required to complete the rapid test provided by the school and submit the 
result no later than Friday, Jan. 14.  No spectators are allowed at extracurricular activities.  These 
activities are assessed on a daily basis based on emerging public health science and data, and are 
subject to change over the next month in response to the Omicron variant.

Actualizada el 7 de enero 

R: Todos los maestros publicarán enlaces de Zoom, materiales instructivos y asignaciones en su página 
CANVAS mientras estén en cuarentena. 

P: ¿Estos enlaces de Zoom le dan a mi hijo adolescente acceso virtual a sus clases? Actualizada el 7 
de enero 

R: Los maestros tendrán la opción de transmitir en vivo sus clases en Zoom o brindar instrucción a través 
de su tiempo de Zoom de apoyo académico. Los profesores deciden individualmente qué método coincide 
con la lección del día y su preferencia sobre la mejor forma de apoyar a los estudiantes en cuarentena. Los 
maestros comunicarán el método de apoyo a sus estudiantes en cuarentena. Los enlaces de Zoom, los 
materiales de instrucción y las asignaciones se publican en la página de Canvas de cada maestro. Tenga en 
cuenta que la transmisión de vidas no es instrucción simultánea. Los maestros se asegurará de que los 
estudiantes puedan acceder a la instrucción de forma remota, pero no se les pedirá que incorporen

P: ¿Cómo debo notificar a la escuela si mi hijo adolescente ha dado positivo o está en cuarentena? 

R: Notifique a un miembro del personal y complete el formulario de MCPS. 

1.​ El padre notificará a cualquier miembro del personal de la escuela y proporcionará la siguiente 
información: 

a.​ ¿Qué día dio positivo el estudiante? 

b.​ ¿A partir de qué fecha está el alumno en cuarentena? 

c.​ ¿Última fecha en que el estudiante estuvo presente en la escuela? 

P: ¿Los padres tienen que enviar un resultado negativo de la prueba antes de que su hijo 
adolescente pueda regresar a la escuela? 

R: Los estudiantes que están en contacto cercano pueden obtener una prueba de COVID después del día 5 
y regresar después del día 7 con una prueba de COVID negativa. Los estudiantes que dan positivo en la 
prueba no pueden acortar la cuarentena. Las fechas de la calculadora de cuarentena se pueden encontrar

P: ¿Pueden los estudiantes de secundaria ser parte de las pruebas rápidas? 

R: Blair actualmente tiene pruebas rápidas disponibles para los estudiantes en la sala de salud. Sin 
embargo, los estudiantes deben tener síntomas y los padres deben completar un formulario de permiso. 
Además, tenemos pruebas de piscina todos los viernes, con el permiso de los padres.

P: Si un estudiante en un hogar multigeneracional está en cuarentena y no asiste a la escuela, 
¿deberían los otros hermanos o parientes en ese mismo hogar también ser puestos en cuarentena? 

R: Si el estudiante está en cuarentena debido a un contacto cercano con un caso positivo o sintomático, 
otros estudiantes en el hogar no necesitan ponerse en cuarentena si no han tenido contacto cercano con la 
persona positiva. Si el estudiante en cuarentena desarrolla síntomas o da positivo en la prueba, los 
miembros del hogar deben ponerse en cuarentena. Aquí está el diagrama de flujo de decisiones de 
cuarentena.
