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Techniques of Communicating Messages

I.  Objective and Benefits:
1. Train you to have a good lasting memory

2. Help you to enjoy outdoor activities, making you want to learn more
3. Communicate messages when you are in the mountains, rivers, etc.

II.  Different Techniques to Obtain Messages:

1. Using the EAR to listen: Whistle, horn, etc.
2. Using the EYE to see: Hands, flags, lights, fire, smoke, etc.

III.  Different Techniques of Communicating Messages:
The two most commonly used techniques:
1. Morse codes
2. Semaphore (Communication system based on using two flags)
Morse code was created in 1855 by Mr. Samuel Morse (1791-1872), who was born in Charlestown,

Massachusetts, USA. Today, Morse code is still used to communicate, and this technique is named in his
honor (“Morse”) for having created it.

V. To Send and Receive Messages by Whistle and Flags:

1. Whistle: Memorize the Morse codes. Blow a “long” sound for TE and a “short” sound for TICH (the
sound of TE should be 6 times longer than the sound of TICH). Blow each letter slowly and clearly, and
then speed up after having been familiarized with it. Note: Only by practicing how to send and
practicing how to receive messages can one quickly improve at this.

2. Flags: This technique can be used to communicate messages at further distance. The size of the flag is
40 cm x 40 cm, half red half white, hanging from a wooden stick about the size of a finger. When
combined, the total length of the wooden stick and the flag should be 50 cm.

e Hold the flag in each hand, cross them (to form an X) in front of your legs. Then, if you want to
send the letters: raise one arm to shoulder level (for TICH) and then return it to the original position
(crossing them into an X); raise both arms to shoulder level (for TE) and then return it to the
original position (crossing them into an X).

e When you have finished, cross the flags above your head.

e If the receiving person raises his/her hand after you have finished sending the message, this means
he/she understood the message. If the receiver does not raise his/her hand, this means that he/she did
not understand the message, return NOT UNDERSTANDING message to the sender by using hand
and arm signals. You (the sender) have to resend the message.

VL Conclusion:

In order to become good at these communication techniques, you have to keep practicing them. Continually
explore at different communication techniques so you won't get bored of it.
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
