The abstract should be clear, concise, and descriptive. Use Times New Roman, 9pt, single spacing, and italic. Word 
limitations are 100-200 words. This abstract should provide a brief background of the problem, clear objective of the 
paper, research method, a summary of results/findings, and a short conclusion. The abstract should not contain equations 
and citations. The abstract must be written in English. 
 
Keywords: 3-6 keywords separated by a comma (,) (Times New Roman, 9pt, single spacing) 

1.​ Introduction 
The manuscripts must be written in Indonesian. The manuscript should be prepared according to the 

MS Word article template format.  For this section, use Times New Roman, 10pt, with one spacing between 
lines and one column. Use A4 paper, the margin for top and left are 3 cm, for bottom and right are 2.5 cm. 
The maximum page length should be 10 pages, including text, tables, figures, and references. The manuscript 
consists of Abstract, Introduction, Methodology, Result, Conclusions, Reference.  

Authors should provide an adequate background and concise literature review to record the existing 
solutions/method. In this section, authors should state the scientific merit or novelties of the paper. At the end 
of this section, authors should state the objectives of the work. 

The literature review provides a brief and straightforward overview of theories, statements or anything 
related to and supports the problem posed either from formal literature (books, journals, written scientific 
reports) or real conditions that can be proven/observed. 

To avoid plagiarism, authors must assign citations whenever they use theories, ideas, opinions, research, 
etc., that are not their own. Every reference cited in the text must also appear in the reference list. All entries 
in the reference list must be cited in text. Citations in the text should be denoted with the author's surname 
and the year of publication, e.g., Wahyuningsih (2021), (Darnah & Hayati, 2021), or for more than two 
authors (Wahyuningsih dkk., 2021). 

To write an equation, definition, theorems, picture, table, etc., authors should follow the following 
format.  
Definition 1​ Definition is a statement of the meaning of a term (a word, phrase, or other sets of 
symbols). 
Theorem 1​ A theorem is a proven idea in mathematics. Theorems are proved using logic and other 
theorems that have already been proved. 

Each equation should be presented on a separate line from the text. The equations should be 
numbered consecutively at the outer right margin, as shown in Equation (1) and (2) below

This section contains data sources, research variables, sampling techniques, data collection methods 
and data analysis methods. The data analysis method used must be described in detail.   

3.​ Results and Discussion 
Results should be clear and concise. The results should summarize (scientific) findings rather than 

providing data in detail. Please highlight differences between your results or findings and the previous 
publications by other researchers. The discussion should explore the significance of the results of the work, 
not repeat them. A combined Results and Discussion section is often appropriate. Avoid extensive citations 
and discussion of published literature. 

In discussion, it is the most important section of your article. Here you get the chance to sell your 
data. Make the discussion corresponding to the results, but do not reiterate the results. Often should begin 
with a brief summary of the main scientific findings (not experimental results). 

 
4.​ Conclusion 

Conclusions should only answer the objectives of the research. A conclusion might elaborate on the 
importance of the work or suggest applications and extensions. 
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Applications like Mendeley, EndNote, Zotero, etc. Minimum number of references is 15, for articles within 
the last 5 years and books in the last 10 years. 
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
