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Tantárgy feladata és célja: 

The course aims to provide a deep knowledge and understanding of the development of the 
supranationalization of the concept of the rule of law from a Central European perspective with a glance to 
certain EU candidate states. The course focuses on three main issues: the interpretation of the rule of law, 
their enforcement mechanisms, and the sanctions systems related to the supranationalization of the rule of 
law in various supranational organizations. The course gives particular attention to the procedures 
developed within the framework of the European Union, and also examines the development and practice 
of the concept of the rule of law in the Council of Europe, including the European Court of Human Rights 
and the Venice Commission, the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development, the United 
Nations, and the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe. The course will also focus on the 
Central European perspective on the supranationalization of the interpretation of the rule of law and 
synthetize the experience of certain Central and Eastern European countries with the evaluation of the pre- 
and post-accession criteria of the European Union.
