As a reminder, Little Axe Public Schools require properly worn masks and temperature
screenings for all individuals entering a building; hand sanitizing stations are available in every
classroom and office; disinfectant is provided in every room for spot cleaning. Every building is
disinfected twice per week with a commercial-grade product designed to be effective for up to
two weeks; and our buses have been disinfected after each route (4 times daily).
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
