Student Code of Conduct & Expectations
At Salt Creek Youth Group, our goal is to create a safe, welcoming environment where students

can know Jesus, grow in their faith, and build Christ-centered relationships. To help make
that possible, all students are expected to follow these guidelines:

1. Respect God

Students are expected to be attentive and respectful during worship, teaching, and prayer.

2. Respect Others

Treat leaders and fellow students with kindness and dignity. Bullying, harassment, or
inappropriate language will not be tolerated.

3. Participate Appropriately

Avoid distractions during group activities. This includes limiting side conversations and
unnecessary phone use.

4. Stay With the Group

Students must remain in designated areas unless given permission by a leader.

5. Bathroom & Hallway Expectations

e Use the bathroom before group times when possible
e During worship or teaching, only one student at a time may leave
e No group trips or lingering in hallways

6. Phone Use

Phones should not distract from worship, teaching, or group activities. Leaders may ask
students to put phones away if needed.

7. Follow Leader Instructions

Leaders are responsible for safety and oversight. Students are expected to listen and respond
respectfully.



8. Respect Property

Help take care of the church building, equipment, and materials.

9. Leaving Early
If a student needs to leave early:

e A parent/guardian must contact a leader (call or text) to give permission
e Students will not be released without parent/guardian confirmation
e Students must check out with a leader before leaving

If Expectations Are Not Followed
Leaders may take appropriate action, including:

e Sitting out of activities
e Parent/guardian contact if necessary
