If you are describing a group of males and females, use a masculine plural adjective.
Mis amigos son simpaticos.

Adjectives ending in —e don’t agree in gender. To make these adjectives plural, add —s
Las clases son grandes.

Adjectives ending in a consonant don’t agree in gender. To make these adjectives plural, add —es to

consonants.
Los profesores son dificiles.

Adjectives that end in -dor look like this:
Mi amigo es trabajador. Mi amiga es trabajadora.
Mis amigos son trabajadores. Mis amigas son trabajadoras.

Adjectives should go after the noun they are describing.
Las profesoras son personas simpaticas.
