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Social Thinking 
You may have noticed that your child may be 
talking about “expected behaviour” in our classes. 
We are working on a social thinking program 
school-wide. This program assists students in 
noticing and responding effectively to social 
situations in their classrooms and with their peers. 
In developing a shared vocabulary, we hope that 
consistency will develop, already teachers are 
noticing the positive impact for their classes in 
discussions about expected behaviour during 
lessons while working with peers, and on the yard. 
Things like “remaining on task, using a reasonable 
volume, and asking if I need help.” Helping 
students to understand the implications of 
unexpected behaviours “being too loud, leaving 
class, or responding inappropriately” have for 
themselves, their peers, and their class has been 
used by our teachers when setting expectations in 
class and to discuss when mistakes in student 
judgment have occurred. We will continue to share 
the vocabulary of this program as it is introduced 
in our classes.           
 
Also, take a look at Fr. Bill’s response to the 40 Cans 
in 40 Days food drive, we had a very impressive and 
successful effort!
