2026 All-Star and Select Teams 

 

Postseason Information 

FCKLL encourages experienced players—those who best represent the combined attributes of 
physical ability, baseball knowledge, positive attitude, and dedication to baseball as a team sport—to compete in 
post-season play.  The league fields four All-Star teams to play in a tournament against other local little league teams 
in mid-to-late June and early July. Teams are broken down by age group and include ages 8-10, 9-11 and Majors and 
Intermediate. 
 
In addition, on June 6, select players from the AA and AAA level will play in fun and exciting exhibition games 
(location TBD).  These select players will be divided up evenly and play against each other based on level. 
 
Parents are invited to learn more about the All-Star Teams, meet the Managers, and understand the selection process, 
the tournaments, and the time commitment at the Learn About All-Stars Meeting on May 11 at 8pm for those 
interested in 8/9/10, 9/10/11, and Majors levels.  Note there is a separate meeting on May 13 at 8pm for those 
interested in Intermediate Level.  Zoom meeting details will be posted at the fckll.org site for both meetings. 
Mandatory for interested All-Star participants. 
 
All Star Time Commitment and Eligibility 
Participation on an All-Star team is a tremendous commitment for players and their families. Practices start June 1st 
and the tournaments start in mid-to-late June with completion in the middle of July. Practices are frequent (daily) and 
full participation is expected. 

●​ A player must have participated in at least 8 of their teams’ regular season games.  
●​ Players must be able to attend 90% of all practices and 100% of the games of their All-Star team. The All-Star 

Committee may approve absences in exceptional circumstances. 
●​ League age 9-, 10- and 11-year-olds must attend the tryout May 15. 12-year-olds may attend tryouts, but it is 

not required.  Intermediate players do not need to attend the tryout. 
 
All-Star Selection Process 
Players are either voted onto the All-Star teams by their peers or selected after tryouts. 

•​ Attend the Parent “Learn About All-Stars Meeting” on May 11/May 13, 8pm zoom meeting. 
•​ Complete the All-Star Interest Form available on the FCKLL website (www.fckll.org)   
•​ League age 12’s complete All-Star Interest Form, may attend tryout but not required. 

**ALL INTERESTED PLAYERS AT ALL LEVELS SHOULD COMPLETE THE PLAYER INTEREST FORM.** 
 
Select Game Selection Process 
Players chosen for the Select Game, will be nominated by the coach of record for all AA and AAA 
teams. Coach nominees are only from the team they coached. Select games will be played on June 6. These teams 
will be filled out after the All-Star teams are finalized. NO tryout or form required.
