
NYTS/PMVP Rules and Regulations 2022 

1.​ All students are to attend every class. Should you need to be absent from class, please inform a 
coordinator and obtain permission before missing the class. 

2.​ All students should remain within the church premises at all times. No student should leave the 
church property without prior approval from the coordinators. (Conditional if lodging at home.)  

3.​ If you need to purchase anything outside of the church, please fill out the purchase request form. 
4.​ Students are to be punctual to every class. 
5.​ Check all schedules daily and faithfully perform the duties you have been assigned. Work together as 

a team. 
6.​ Room captains are to maintain quietness and order in the bedroom. Pray together before lights out at 

11 p.m. 
7.​ Each room will collect laundry from all group members and wash them at the assigned timeslot. 
8.​ A shower sign-up sheet will be posted daily. Please honor the time you sign up for. 
9.​ Please dress respectfully and pay attention to the following: 

1.​ No flip flops or slippers. 
2.​ No sleeveless shirts. 
3.​ Please wear pants, capris, skirts at or past the knee. 
4.​ No low-riders. 
5.​ No tight-fitting clothes, such as leggings as pants. 
6.​ No low necklines. 
7.​ No unnatural hair color or wild hairstyles.

11.​ There is a computer that you may use if you need to register for classes, check in for your flight 
online, etc. Please inform a counselor before using it. Please bring an USB for convenient 
transference of files.
