ATTENDANCE & GRADES: Students are assessed by skill testing/exams, daily work in
rehearsal, and concert performances. Participation in all concerts and events is
required. Grades are weighted as follows:

Rehearsal participation, MS (50% - Daily work, 50% - Major work), HS (40% - Daily
work, 60% - Major work).

(Daily Participation, Skill Testing/Exams, and Performance Participation)

CONCERT ATTIRE: Full tux, black concert dress, black opaque knee-hi socks/hose,
and black dress shoes (closed-toe/closed-heel)

Performance Participation: VVocal Music Choirs perform in several concerts per year.
Each of these performances is considered a CURRICULAR event. Therefore,
attendance is mandatory. Performance of the music is considered the final exam for a
music course, even if the performance does not coincide with the term’s grading
deadlines. Performance grades include but are not limited to attendance, vocal
performance, performance etiquette, quality, behavior, active listening throughout the
concert, off-stage behavior, and appropriate performance attire.

Every effort is made between the directors to avoid conflict with performance dates and
other vocal activities. When this is not possible, the directors compromise based on the
students’ responsibilities to the performing organization and position on the team.

Asistencia y Participacion
