Quipu cuenta la historia de Esperanza, quien lucha por la justicia después de haber sido

esterilizada en contra de su voluntad hace 16 anos. Esperanza es una de 300,000 mujeres y
20,000 hombres que fueron esterilizados durante el gobierno de Fujimori entre 1995-2000,
como parte de una politica de estado que fue difundida de manera imponente en las
comunidades rurales, indigenas y pobres. Actualmente se sabe abiertamente que muchas
mujeres fueron forzadas a realizar el procedimiento o no dieron su total consentimiento para

realizarlo.

Grown Ups (Chile) - Discapacidad e integracién social



Grown Ups sigue la historia de un grupo de adultos de entre 40 y 50 afios con Sindrome de
Downs. Muchos de ellos nunca vivieron de manera independiente, a medida que sus padres

envejecen, deciden que estan cansados de ser tratados como nifios.

Whilst we are able to cover the basic production and logistics costs for the two-day workshop
(where filmmakers will be helped to finalize their social campaign) and the event itself (where
the films and their campaigns will be pitched in front of a live audience), we need your help in

For the 2015 edition, five documentary film projects have been chosen from around the
continent. Our selection process prioritized Latin American filmmakers, whose documentaries

focus on the region’s most pressing social issues.

Sumercé (Colombia) - Mining and natural resources

Sumercé follows the stories of three Colombian campesinos of different generations on the

frontline of the struggle against mining operations, which are endangering the existence of

thousands of rural communities located in areas where the mining corporations want to operate.

Quipu (Peru) - Gender and forced sterilizations

Quipu tells the story of Esperanza, who is fighting for justice after being sterilized against her

wishes 16 years ago. Esperanza is just one of 300,000 women and 20,000 men who were
sterilized during the 1995-2000 Fujimori government, as part of a government policy that was
promoted aggressively in rural, impoverished, and indigenous communities. It is now well-known

that many women were coerced into the procedure or did not give full consent.

Grown Ups (Chile) - Disability and social integration



Grown Ups follows a group of adults aged between 40 and 50 who have Downs Syndrome.
Many of them have never lived independently, and as their parents grow old and infirm, they

decide they are tired of being treated like children.

Nueva Venecia (Colombia) - Community resistance

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Nueva Venecia is a fishing community based in the middle of Colombia's biggest lake, which
bears the scars of the country's internal conflict. But residents find an outlet through their shared
passion for soccer, and tirelessly work to stop the pitch - and their community - from being

swallowed up by the surrounding water.

Sin Chapa Adriana (Chile) - Transitional justice



Sin Chapa Adriana is a journey undertaken by the director to come to terms with the news that
her aunt, now living in exile, was a leading figure in Pinochet's secret police, and is wanted for
kidnappings and murder. The story follows her as she tries to reconcile her personal feelings for
her aunt and understand the Pinochet supporters of today's Chile, with her desire for her

country to confront its past to be able to look to the future.

We (Kristie: Journalist - Outreach Director for GPA and Natasha: Events Producer - Head of
Production for GPA) believe in the Good Pitch model and the potential it has for making an
impact in the Latin American region by getting 'good' films the support they need in order to get

Previous success - Good Pitch? Buenos Aires 2013:

The first Good Pitch in Latin America took place in Buenos Aires in August 2013, within the
framework of the 15th International Human Rights Film Festival, DerHumALC. Four

Documentary projects were selected and each filmmaking team took their film to the next level.

What do our filmmakers get by participating?

The filmmakers will receive two days of invaluable training and feedback from Bruni Burres
(Sundance), producer Paula Vacarro (Pinball London), producer Cristian Cardoner, and teams

from the British Council to guide them in their social justice campaigns.

This which will culminate in a live event in Teatro Picadero, where the teams will pitch their films
to a round table of 8-10 potential partners and a specially selected audience of 200. These
invitees come from a mixture of backgrounds, from NGOs and Foundations that work with the
core issues of the films, to corporate brands, sponsors, philanthropists, and funders, as well as

those from the more traditional world of film, from distributors and broadcasters to festivals.

The objective is to build mutually beneficial alliances between the flmmakers and the attendees,
significantly helping the films reach a wide audience and consequent change of attitudes,
behaviors, and decision-making about important social issues.
