Friday night, we have confessions and adoration underneath the
stars in an open field where we camp and then awaken to have a beautiful
Mass at sunrise. We then begin our journey back to Lafayette.

Rules and Regulations
a. The pilgrimage is a retreat. It is two days of prayer, kindness, brotherly
love, singing, self-discipline.
b. Those under the age of 18 need a parental/guardian chaperone.
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Pilgrims are expected to be prepared for the 23-mile walk on Saturday. It
is arduous. Joining in the hike at random points or leaving is not allowed.
The pilgrimage will be accompanied by its own service cars. Because of
safety concerns no other cars will be able to follow the pilgrimage.
Pilgrims are responsible for setting up their own camping equipment and
taking it down the following morning.

Littering is prohibited.

All pilgrims are expected to follow the directions of the pilgrimage
organizers.

These rules apply on the road as well as at the campsite and resting areas.
In all cases that are not covered by the pilgrimage rules, the pilgrimage
organizers will make the final decision as needed.

. Phones and electronics are not to be used, except in case of emergency.

Phones must be off and kept in backpacks during the pilgrimage. You
will be reminded to not use phones in the campsite and along the way.
Headphones for music are also not to be used.
