¢, Coémo van a llegar los estudiantes a la escuela en una manera segura si algunos autobuses
de Muni no estan funcionando?

¢, Como estan abogando por las vacunas para los maestros y ayudando con la distribucién para
que esto no sea un factor de no poder abrir (ej. En Chicago, ya estan distribuyendo las vacunas
en las escuelas al personal, y en Denver, ya priorizaron los maestros que trabajan con
comunidades mas impactados)? ;Coémo pueden coordinar las vacunas para nuestros
trabajadores esenciales?

¢, Coémo pueden acelerar el proceso de contratar una compafia para administrar las pruebas y
coordinar las evaluaciones de DPH de nuestras escuelas? ; COmo puede priorizar las escuelas
en relacion a otros negocios?

Les pedimos que suelten esta demanda con el distrito. Deberiamos trabajar juntos para
continuar progresando en reabrir las escuelas y colaborar con todo San Francisco para que no
vuelva a subir los casos de COVID y poner las familias y vecindarios mas vulnerables en
riesgo.

Dear Mayor London Breed and SF supervisors,

We are parents, teachers and school staff at Dolores Huerta, a Spanish Immersion public
elementary school in San Francisco. We are in the second wave to open this Spring. Our
families and staff come from many parts of the city and Bay Area, and we have been
significantly impacted by the pandemic. Many of our community have lost their jobs, businesses,
and have either been ill or had family members ill with COVID. We are a strong community and
we try to lift up the voices of those who are often not heard due to the louder voices of those
with more privilege and power. We want to lift up these voices to ask you to support reopening
schools, but not at the expense of our community’s health.

The district and the unions have a plan, and we have a possible date for our students and
teachers to return to school (as long as the Department of Public Health, DPH, clears our school
building to open). We care greatly for everyone in our community and consider their needs.
Many of us are Latinx families who are essential workers and are multigenerational who are at
higher risk and do not have the same access to health care.

We are concerned and ask you:

How will our students get to school safely if many of our MUNI buses are not operational?
How are you advocating for teachers getting vaccinated and helping with its distribution so that
it isn’t a barrier to us opening in the red tier (eg. In Chicago, teachers are getting vaccinated at
school sites; in Denver, they are prioritizing vaccinating teachers in communities that are most

impacted by COVID)? How will you coordinate vaccines for our essential workers?

How will you expedite the process to secure COVID testing providers for students and staff and
help to coordinate school building evaluations by DPH to be considered safe to open?

How are you prioritizing school opening in relation to other businesses?

We ask that you drop the lawsuit with the school district and work together to continue to help us
open our school buildings safely. Please work to help San Franciscans lower the case count to
protect our families and most vulnerable communities. Together we can.
