
 

 
 

 

STUDENTS LANGUAGE TRAINING SCHOLARSHIP (SPANISH) 

 
●​ Renewal: [...] non-Spanish-speaking students must submit proof of completion 

of Spanish courses or accreditation of their level. This must be submitted at the 
time of renewal application (in the call for applications published annually). 
 

●​ FREE TRAINING: 
 

○​ Talented students are entitled to take two general Spanish courses per year 
free of charge, one per semester, at the appropriate level (A1-C2). 
 

●​ MANDATORY REQUIREMENT FOR RENEWAL OF THE TALENT SCHOLARSHIP: 
 

○​ In order to renew their scholarship, Talento students who cannot officially 
prove that they have a B2 level of Spanish are required to certify that they 
have completed at least one general Spanish course (at the appropriate 
level) at CEALM. 

○​ In order to renew the scholarship, students must present official proof of a B2 
level of Spanish or a certificate of completion of a general Spanish course 
(at least one course per year) taken at CEALM during the academic year 
prior to the scholarship renewal. 

○​ The level accreditation or certificate of achievement must be submitted along 
with the rest of the documentation required to renew the scholarship during 
the renewal application period. 

 
* In accordance with the above, students who have an official B2 Spanish language 
certificate will not be required to take Spanish courses. To do so, they must request 
recognition of their accreditation certificate (DELE, SIELE or another certificate 
accepted in the recognition tables of Andalusian universities) by following the 
instructions on the CEALM website:

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 

1.​ At what level should I enrol? 

You must attend the level that corresponds to your prior knowledge. If you do not know 
which level is most appropriate, you can request a level test by writing to 
cealm@ujaen.es. 

2.​ Where can I find information about CEALM Spanish courses (calendar, 
timetables, programmes, etc.)?

3.​ How are the courses delivered? 

In person at the Jaén campus (classes are held in the CEALM building); online for 
students at the Linares campus. 

4.​ How can I enrol? 

Complete the pre-registration form  

5.​ If I am unable to attend the GENERAL course at my appropriate level (e.g. B1) 
because the timetable clashes with another class, can I enrol (free of charge) in 
a SPECIFIC course at that level? 

Yes, exceptionally, and provided that you can duly justify it, so that you can meet the 
language requirement. 

6.​ What is the highest compulsory level I must take at CEALM?? 

The general Spanish course B2.2. 

7.​ Is the certificate of completion for the B2.2 course valid for renewing the talent 
scholarship?? 

a.​ Yes, if you did so in the academic year prior to renewal. 

b.​ No, if it is from a previous academic year. 

8.​ If I already have a certificate for a CEALM B2.2 level course completed in 
previous years, is this certificate valid for applying for a scholarship renewal? 

No, the course must be taken during the academic year prior to the scholarship 
renewal. 

9.​ If I have a certificate of achievement for a level C course (C1 or C2), can I apply 
for renewal of the talent scholarship??

On the CEALM website, you will find information about the SIELE Global exam, exam 
dates, and the registration process. The exam is taken on a computer in the CEALM 
computer room. 

You can download the exam guide and take a demo test here. 

11.​When can I take the SIELE Global exam? 

You can check the dates of the calls for applications on the CEALM website 

12.​Is registration for the SIELE Global exam free of charge?? 

No, the current price (2025) of the SIELE Global exam is 155 euros. 

13.​Is there any financial assistance available to help with the exam registration 
fees? 

No, no financial assistance has been established.
