Electronic Communication Devices 
To minimize distractions and ensure a strong focus on learning, all electronic devices- including cell 
phones, smart watches, and any device that connects to WiFi- shall not be used during the school day.  
The school day includes passing periods and lunch.  
 
Safety Protocols 
The safety of our students and staff is our top priority. This year, all parents, guardians and visitors must 
enter through the front entrance only. At the front entrance will be an iPad that will scan your ID and run 
a background check to ensure we know who is entering the building. You will still need to be ‘buzzed’ in 
to enter the building. Through the new process, you will also select your destination and a badge will print 
out indicating where you are going. While we understand this is an extra step, we hope our families 
understand this is for the safety of our students.
