Activity 5: Answer: Life Question: How do I allow God to guide my actions?

Teach kids to allow God to guide their actions:

2. Follow Jesus: We need to know what pleases Him and what displeases Him. There is no

substitute for walking with God, sharing with Him, and talking to Him daily.
