e Permit Testing: Upon successful completion of the class, along with behind-the-wheel enrollment and being at least 15
years of age, students will be eligible to take the permit test in class.

e Behind The Wheel Fee: Minnesota state law requires that anyone under 18 must be financially enrolled in an approved

course of behind-the-wheel driver education before he/she can become eligible to take the permit test. The $315
behind-the-wheel fee will be collected from students prior to taking the permit test on June 25th.

e State Attendance Policy: Students must attend thirty (30) hours of classroom instruction and (8) hours of driving
simulation. Students can be absent once. However, that absence MUST be made up on June 26th.

e Discipline Policy: Habitual tardiness and refusal to work or cooperate are grounds for dismissal. Smoking, use of drugs,

possession of tobacco or drugs, and/or fighting are all grounds for immediate exclusion from the class.
