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The Tacoma Refugee Choir, founded in 2016, has welcomed people from 70 countries,
performed for over 50,000 people, produced videos with over 170,000 views, and written
over 30 original songs. The choir has performed at TEDxSeattle, national conferences for
Race & Pedagogy, and American Choral Directors Association, the Governor's State of the
State address, Global Migrant Festival, Madaraka Festival, corporate events for Starbucks
and SAP Concur, and been featured on PBS and network television.

Tacoma Refugee Choir (TRC) fills an important need in our community of providing a space
of belonging and renewing hope. We are people from all around the world and people
born here who welcome and grow together. Our work centers on refugees and immigrants
and their friends - all of whom are united in the universal values of refuge and home.
Together we build trust, learn from each other, and support one another. Music brings us
together and through this process of creating, we are an example of how community can
help us all heal and thrive.

In addition to singing together, the TRC community has helped our members find housing,
Jjobs, and healthcare, supported each other through weddings, babies, deaths, and
graduations.Leadership is a natural by-product of finding your voice and this is evident by a
dramatic increase in civic engagement by members: Ten members have become US
Citizens, five are now serving on government commissions, and several are planning future
campaigns for elected office. Pierce County Councilman Marty Campbell has called TRC
the “Pride of All Tacoma" and Speaker of the House Laurie Jinkins said of a concert, “This is
exactly what our community needs to heal”
