e English: Auxiliary verbs, or "helping verbs," assist the main verb to express tense, mood, or voice. They don’t stand
alone but add meaning like possibility, necessity, or time.

There are three primary auxiliary verbs in English: be, have, and do, plus a group called modal auxiliaries
(like can, will, etc.). REED ETELBNENFAIF3DHYET :be. have, do. TLTE—H JLEIENEA (can. will
HE)EWST IL—TTT, I'll explain each with examples in both languages.

1. Be

e English: "Be" is used to form continuous tenses (e.g., "l am running") and passive voice (e.g., "The book is read"). It
changes form based on the subject and tense: am, is, are, was, were, being, been.

o Example: "l am eating sushi." (Present continuous)
o Example: "The sushi is eaten." (Passive)

e English: "Have" helps form perfect tenses (e.g., "l have eaten"), showing completed actions or experiences. It changes
to have, has, or had depending on subject and tense.

o Example: "I have eaten sushi." (Present perfect)
o Example: "She had read the book." (Past perfect)

e English: "Do" is used to form questions, negatives, and emphasis in the present or past. Forms: do, does, did. It’s unique
because it’s also a main verb ("to perform").

o Example: "Do you like tea?" (Question)
o Example: "l don’t eat meat." (Negative)
o Example: "I did finish my homework." (Emphasis)

e English: "Will" indicates future tense or willingness.

e English: "Might" suggests a weaker possibility than "may."
o Example: "He might come."

o fl: HEI=IXFE->TNSTZAS (Anata wa tetsudatte kureru dard)s
e English: "Would" is used for hypothetical situations or polite requests.

o Example: "Would you help me?"

They
come before the main verb.
