CSA Fact #1: Groping a child or touching them in a sexual manner is Child Sexual Abuse. Child Sexual 

Abuse is a punishable offence under the POCSO (Protection of Children from Sexual Offences) Act. 

Offenders exploit our lack of awareness and portray this heinous crime as accidental or pass it as a game 

or as a gesture of love and care. Recognise, raise your voice. Tell them: All children in India are 

#ProtectedByPOCSO and warning them to 👉Stop Right Now or Get Caught.

CSA Fact #2: Showing an inappropriate/ sexual video or photo to a child is also a form of Child Sexual 

Abuse which can cause long-lasting harm . It is a punishable offence under the Protection of Children 

from Sexual Offences Act. Since this is a form of non-contact abuse, offenders often go unnoticed. Let’s 

identify the offenders in our surrounding and warn them to 👉Stop Right Now or Get Caught. 

Remember, all children in India are #ProtectedByPOCSO.

CSA Fact #3: Sharing sexualised images of children is a punishable offence under the POCSO Act. 86% 

cyber crime cases against children include creating /sharing of  sexualised images. Behind every 

sexualised image there is a real child being sexually abused and this is a gross violation of their dignity 

and rights.  

Give these offenders a stern warning to 👉Stop Right Now or Get Caught. Raise your voice and isolate 

offenders. Ensure they face legal and social consequences for their behaviour.

CSA Fact # 4: Today is World Day for the Prevention of and Healing from Child Sexual Exploitation, Abuse, 

and Violence.

Did you know that an alarming 86% of cyber crime cases against children include creating /sharing of 

these sexualised images? Filming a child in a sexualised manner is a form of Child sexual Abuse. It is a 

punishable offence under the Protection of Children from Sexual Offences Act (POCSO) Act. Offenders 

exploit our lack of awareness and continue to sexually abuse children.  

Let’s identify the offenders around us and send then a loud and clear message to 👉Stop Right Now or 

Get Caught. Because all children in India are #ProtectedByPOCSO. Learn more about the POCSO Act and 

how to protect children at arpan.org.in/child-safety-week.

CSA Fact #5: This World Day for Prevention of Child Sexual Abuse, pledge to o protect children and deter 

offenders from offending. How? Child Sexual Abuse (CSA) can happen either through contact sexual acts 

or through non-contact sexual behaviours. This is a punishable offence under the Protection of Children 

from Sexual Offences Act (POCSO) Act. 

Let’s raise our voice against offenders. Identify and isolate someone who is sexually abusing 

children.Ensure they face legal and social consequences for their behaviour. Sending them  a stern 

warning to  👉Stop Right Now or Get Caught.
