Andar (to walk) — anduve, anduviste, anduvo, anduvimos, anduvisteis, anduvieron
Estar (to be) — estuve, estuviste, estuvo, estuvimos, estuvisteis, estuvieron
Tener (to have) — tuve, tuviste, tuvo, tuvimos, tuvisteis, tuvieron

Conducir (fo drive) — conduje, condujiste, condujo, condujimos, condujisteis, condujeron
Decir (to say, to tell) — dije, dijiste, dijo, dijimos, dijisteis, dijeron
Traer (to bring) — traje, trajiste, trajo, trajimos, trajisteis, trajeron

“To become” + “to realize”

There are three verbs in Spanish that are used reflexively and imply transformations or
changes; these verbs are not interchangeable! Note the situations described below for each
verb:



Ponerse (sudden, physical or emotional change, effortless, almost always a person)
Volverse (sudden and extreme transformation, emotional/physical/situational, involuntary
change; doesn’t have to be a person)
3. Hacerse/Pasar a ser/ Llegar a ser (long term, requires an effort; these are usually used
in the past when the action is completed)
Darse cuenta de

N —

This is often translated into English as “to realize”, meaning “to find out” or “to know for the first
time”. When followed by a noun or an infinitive use “darse cuenta de”. When followed by a
conjugated verb, standard Spanish uses “darse cuenta que”, but it's possible to say “darse
cuenta de que”.
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
