LEAD-IN
- Tell Ss to discuss the picture on page 29 (SB).

- Encourage them to think about who the people are and what they are doing.



- Elicit ideas from Ss.

“’Brainstorm’:

-Look at the screen. You can see a word “FAMILY . What associations do you have with it?”
VOCABULARY

- Go through the section ‘Words for You’ and play SB Audio with the recording of the new words.
- Have Ss repeat the new vocabulary.

- Make sure Ss understand the meaning of the words.

SB p.29, t.1

- Have Ss study the picture of a family on page 29 again and predict what they will read about in the
text

- Elicit the answers from Ss.

- Explain that Ss are going to read a text describing the appearance and character of each member of
Mike’s family.

SB p.29, t.2

- Explain to Ss that they are going to read a text about Mike’s family, say the names of his family
members and who they are.

- Ask individual Ss to read the text in turn.
- Monitor the activity, checking for correct pronunciation.

- Point to each person in the picture on page 29 and ask individual Ss to say who they are and name
them.

- Prompt if necessary.
- Ask some additional questions to check comprehension.
AB p.20, t.1

- Explain to Ss that they are going to write the names of Mike’s relatives in the order they have
appeared in the text in task 2 (SB).

- Make sure Ss understand what they should do.

- Allow time for Ss to write the names #1- 12 in their ABs.

- Monitor the activity checking for the correct spelling.

- Invite individual Ss to read out the names in front of the class.
SB p.30, t.3

- Ask Ss to look at task 3 on page 30 in their SBs.



- Tell Ss that they are going to read the text again and complete sentences in task 3 (SB).
- Encourage Ss to copy the sentences from task 3 into their notebooks.
- Allow time for Ss to read the text again.
- Ask one of the Ss to read sentence #1 and say the missing word aloud.
-Have the other Ss write the missing word in their notebooks.
- Monitor the activity, checking for correct spelling.
- Repeat the procedure for the other sentences.
SB p.30, t.4
- Focus Ss’ attention on sentences #1-10
- Explain to Ss that each sentence has a mistake.
- Ask Ss to correct the mistakes based on the text they have read in task 2(SB).
- Have individual Ss come to the board and write correct sentences on the board. Prompt if necessary.
- Allow time for Ss to write correct sentences in their notebooks.
- Monitor the activity checking for correct spelling.

Language Notes 1. We use the verb ‘to be’ to describe height and weight. (e.g. ‘He is tall. She is
plump.’) 2. We use ‘have/has’ to describe eye and hair colour (e.g. ‘My sister has blue eyes and brown
hair.”) 3. We use ‘wear’ to describe clothes/with the word ‘glasses’.

SB p.30, t.5

- Explain to Ss that they are going to think about their family members and describe their character,
using personality adjectives in task 5 (SB).

- Allow time for Ss to do the task on their own.
- Ask individual Ss to describe their relatives in front of the class.
