e Target Audience: This rubric is designed for 8th grade novice low Spanish students. Please feel
free to add more requirements for upper-level Spanish classes.

e Recommended Resource: | highly recommend using the PDF called "Opiniones sobre las
canciones" as a sentence builder for the reflection. This resource is a two-page chat mat with
sentence building on the back, which helps students write the two required Spanish reflection
sentences without needing a translator.

e Implementation & Timing:

o Total Time: Assign this project in class and allocate approximately 2 to 2.5 class periods.
o Day 1: Focus on brainstorming and starting the rough draft. Be sure to show several
examples and critique what makes a strong "Smash Doodle" that meets all criteria.
Day 2: Dedicated to working on and completing the final product.
When to Assign: While it can be done at the end of the Locura competition, | find it more
effective to assign it at the beginning or as soon as possible. This helps students become
invested in the songs, increasing their familiarity and engagement with the music.
