
 
Dear Kindergarten Families, 

     Below is a list of supplies that are needed for Kindergarten. Many of these items can be found at very low 

prices during the summer “Back to School” sales at stores such as Staples, Walmart, Amazon and Target. Since the 

supplies can be quite cumbersome, please adhere to the schedule below. This schedule is for the safety of your 

child. Please be sure to label everything with your child’s first and last name.  

Thursday, September 10: 

-​ Backpack (large enough to accommodate folders and a notebook) 

-​ 1 box of Crayola crayons (24 count) 

-​ Complete change of clothes (see reverse side) 

-​ 2 packages of sharpened yellow #2 pencils (Ticonderoga brand recommended) 

 

Friday, September 11: 

-​ 3 Jumbo Elmer’s glue sticks 

-​ 1 package of assorted white hard  cardstock letter-size  

-​ 5 plastic folders with pockets (1 yellow 1 red,1 blue,1 green,1 orange) 

-​ Soft school pencil case  (big enough to hold supplies) 

 

Monday, September 14: 

-​ 1 package of thin dry erase markers (black only) 

-​ 1 box of quart size Ziploc bags 

-​ 1 box of snack size Ziploc bags 

-​ 1 box 2.5 gallon size Ziploc bags 

 

Tuesday, September 15:​  

-​ 1 package of baby wipes 

-​ 2 boxes of tissues 

-​ 1 bottle of hand sanitizer  

-​ $10 for special supplies labeled in envelope or ziploc 

Wednesday, September 16: 

-​ 1 package of baby wipes 

-​ 1 pack of pencil cap erasers 

-​ 1 pair of wired headphones labeled with your child’s name in a Ziploc bag 

-​ 1 bottle of antibacterial hand soap 

 

Thursday, September 17: 

-​ 1 container of disinfectant wipes 

-​ 3 paper towel rolls (Bounty recommended) 

-​ 1 plastic clipboard  

 

* Items to be kept at home: 

-​ 1 package of 3x5 white index cards (lined or unlined) for making flashcards

* CHANGE OF CLOTHES * 
 

​ All Kindergarteners need to bring a change of clothes into school. Various accidents and spills 

are a part of everyday life in Kindergarten. Keeping an extra change of clothes in school is a quick 

remedy to small mishaps. Please send your child to school with the following items listed below. All 

clothing should be placed in a large Ziploc bag with your child’s first and last name written on the 

front. Please be sure to send in this bag on the first day of school. Please also label each article of 

clothing. 

 

-​ 1 pair of underpants 

-​ 1 pair of shorts 

-​ 1 pair of pants 

-​ 1 t-shirt 

-​ 1 sweater or sweatshirt 

-​ 1 pair of socks 

 

* Please also note that if your child goes home in his/her “extra clothes,” you will need to send in a 

replacement pair to be kept back in school. Thank you! 

On the first day of school (and everyday after), please send your child in with a healthy snack as 

well as a  reusable water bottle with a spout to prevent spills. On the first day of school, please 

also send in a note as to how your child will be getting home for the first week of school. Thank you!
