He shared anecdotes from his career, illustrating how these traits play a crucial role in engaging listeners and creating a successful radio show. 
The tour continued with a visit to the studio setup, where RJ Saurabh described the layout and function of each component. He narrated various situations that a radio station faces, such as handling live callers, managing technical glitches, and keeping the content fresh and relevant. His insights provided the students with a realistic perspective on the dynamic nature of radio broadcasting. 
Following the studio tour, the students visited the production studio. Here, they observed the sound engineer at work, who demonstrated how audio content is recorded, edited, and managed. The sound engineer explained the importance of sound quality and the techniques used to ensure seamless audio production. 
Throughout the visit, the students had the opportunity to interact with other RJs at the station. 
These RJs shared their experiences and offered valuable tips for entering the media field. They emphasized the importance of passion, persistence, and continuous learning in building a successful career in radio and media. 
The visit concluded with a Q&A session, where the students expressed their gratitude and enthusiasm for the insights gained. The experience left them inspired and better equipped to pursue their aspirations in the media industry.
