I think you can go to any Red Cross center, and most
outlying hospitals to give blood. Confirm this with them
when you get there, but as far as I know, you won't be
elible if you:

1) are under 100 Ibs

2) have been in a farm area in a malaria country in the last
6 months (may be longer, I don't remember)

3) have HIV

I don't know of any other way to help from outside the
area, except to make a monetary donation to the Red Cross
and maybe St. Vincent's Hospital in Manhatten. They're
going to be really swamped with the shelters (need to
buy/get food, blankets, beds) for the people that live in the
area, and with dealing with all the bodies.
