Pick Up 

Parents pick up their children outside Drapkin Hall. Call the AfterCamp Supervisor line at 
201-289-2283.  Students are signed out by their group leader and will be escorted to your 
car.  Students are not allowed to leave unless with a parent or an authorized caregiver.    

Registration and Fees 

All payments are due at the time of registration. Registration for AfterCamp is available as a 
weekly or daily option. AfterCare is $65 per day for pre-registered students; drop-in 
arrangements are $75 per day.  Snacks and materials are included in the cost. Note: To 
enroll your child in the daily AfterCare program, you must call the office before 1:00 PM that day 
(fees apply). Children picked up after 5:30 PM will be charged a substantial late fee ($5 per 
minute). If a child is repeatedly picked up late, they will no longer be able to participate in the 
AfterCare Program.
