AP EXAMS WITH DIGITAL COMPONENTS USING THEIR DISTRICT-ISSUED CHROMEBOOK. 

 
All exams will be in the MMHS Library unless otherwise noted. 
   
EXAM DATES MAY 4-15 (check the College Board calendar  to verify your exam day and time). 
  
Morning exam – arrive by 7:30 AM unless told differently; administration starts at 8:00 AM 
Afternoon exam – arrive at 11:30 AM for lunch, then check in by 12 PM; administration starts at 12:30 PM 
 
You MUST have a photo ID to check in for your AP exams. 
 
Students who arrive after the actual exam administration begins will not be admitted. No exceptions. Exams 
will take approximately four hours. Please notify your coaches or college professors of AP exam dates/times, 
and plan accordingly. Students are not allowed to leave any AP exam early until officially dismissed as a group.​
 
Bring the following to your AP exam: your school-issued computer, a photo ID, at least 2 sharpened # 2 pencils 
(NO MECHANICAL PENCILS), erasers, at least 2 pens with black or dark blue ink, and calculators (if 
applicable) with fresh batteries or fully charged.  
​
Bring a snack and water/drink. Bring a lunch if you have two tests back to back on the same day. These items 
will be placed on a table that you may access at break time only or after the test officially concludes. ​
 
Cell phones, Smart watches, or any items that can access the Internet are NOT permitted in the testing room. ​
 
Backpacks will be placed outside of the exam room, and you will NOT have access to your backpack at any 
time during testing including at break times. ​
