Additional Idea for PreK Activities:

1. God Created the World

Play with animals, people figures, draw the sun, moon, stars and nature, play with playdough
2. God Creates People

Play with people figures, play dress up, make paint handprints.

3. Adam and Eve’s Sin

Bring apple slices or fruit for a snack, make paper chain snakes, have the kids draw the Garden
of Eden

4. Noah and the Flood

Water coloring, make paper boats, play with toy animals
5. God’s Rainbow Promise

Paint or color a rainbow, make paper olive branches

6. The Tower of Babel

Build towers using blocks or cups, build with legos, teach kids a word in Spanish or another
language

7. God’s Promise to Abraham
Draw the night sky or a sandy beach, play with baby dolls, have the kids talk about their families
8. Isaacis Born

Play with baby dolls, talk with kids about promises that they have made, have the kids draw
their families

9. Jacob Tricks Esau

Play with toy food, kitchen, play dress up, bring a fun snack

10. Joseph’s Colorful Coat

Have kids draw their own colorful coat, ask kids about their favorite gifts

11. Joseph’s Brothers Get Mean



Have kids draw their siblings, let kids play with shells and sand
12. Joseph Forgives His Brothers
13. God protects Baby Moses

Play with baby dolls, play Jump the River (set up two strips of tape, and see if they can jump
from one side to the other), bring in baskets from home and let the kids pass them around

14. Moses and the Burning Bush
Have the kids draw the burning bush or a fire, play Telephone
15. God Parts the Red Sea

Show kids where the Red Sea is on Google Maps, a globe, or a map; have kids design their
own staff using paper towel tubes, have the kids draw the story

16. The Ten Commandments

Play Simon Says, ask kids what rules they have to follow at home, have kids make their own
tablets with the Ten Commandments

17. The 12 Spies Explore
Play hide and seek, play | Spy, or ask the kids where they would like to explore some day
18. Balaam’s Talking Donkey

Have the kids draw what an angel might look like, ask the kids what a donkey sounds like/ other
animals, play Pin the Tail on the Donkey.

19. Jericho’s Falling Walls

Make own wall using blocks, and have the kids march around it, let kids play musical
instruments,

20. Gideon'’s Sign from God

21. Ruth Stays with Naomi

Red Light, Green Light, Follow the Leader, Duck Duck Goose
22. Boaz Helps Ruth

Have the kids build something all together, have the kids work together in a race, or with a task,
draw the story



23. Samuel Hears God

Play telephone, Simon Says, have the kids dance when they hear the music and stop when the
music stops

24. David Wins

Have kids draw story, have kids knock down a pretend Goliath using paper balls or cotton
balls

25. Jonathan and David are Friends

Have kids talk about their friends, have kids draw a picture for a friend, have kids pass the ball
until the music stops

26. Ravens Feed Elijah

Bring a fun snack, play Duck, Duck, Raven

27. God Feeds a Widow

28. Elijah Shows God’s Power

Have kids draw a big campfire on a sheet of paper, play Simon Says
29. God Heals Naaman’s Leprosy

Ask kids about going to the doctor’s office, red light green light

30. Josiah Fixes the Temple

Build with blocks, have kids make their own scrolls

31. Esther Becomes Queen

Have kids draw their own crown,

32. Queen Esther Saves the Jews

Ask kids what they would want if they could have anything a king could give, snack
33. The Lord is My Shepherd

Have kids make a sheep craft, make a shepherd’s staff

34. The Fiery Furnace

Have kids draw the story,



35. Daniel and the Lions’ Den
Have the kids act like lions, have the kids make their own manes
36. Jonah Runs Away

Have kids choose one thing or another (cake or cookies, dinosaurs or princesses, other fun
choices. Make signs for one side of the room versus the other). Have kids play tag on the
playground or in a wide open space outside, Hide and Seek.

37. Jonah and the Stormy Sea

Ask kids if they’ve seen a big storm before, have the kids pretend to be fish, ask kids questions
like the sailors asked Jonah

38. A Fish Swallows Jonah

Draw the story, show kids pictures of big fish

39. Jonah Goes to Nineveh

Show kids where Nineveh was, ask kids if they’ve had to go places they don’t want to
40. An Angel Appears to Mary

Make angel wings, halo, decorate a Christmas tree, make something for parents
41. An Angel Appears to Joseph

Make angel wings, halo, decorate a Christmas tree, make something for parents
42. Jesus is Born

Play with manger scene, have kids draw a star

43. Shepherds Hear about Baby Jesus

Hand out candy canes, make sheep using cotton balls, play telephone

44. Wise Men Visit Jesus

Ask kids about what they want for Christmas (explain Jesus is the greatest gift), wrap small gifts
for the kids

45. Jesus Goes to the Temple

Involving patience: Quiet Game, Egg and Spoon Races using ping pong balls, play with baby
dolls



46. Jesus as a Boy in the Temple
Read books to the kids
47. Jesus is Baptized
Briefly talk about baptism, dove craft
48. Jesus is Tempted
Briefly talk about temptation, build with blocks
49. Jesus Calms the Storm
Have the kids make boats, draw a storm
50. Jesus Walks on Water
Using tape, make “water” for the kids to walk on, paint with water colors
51. Jesus’ Face Shines
Bring lights, flashlights for the kids to shine around
52. Jesus Loves Children

Play with bay dolls, action figures, teach “Jesus Loves Me” to the kids, hug each child and tell
them you love them

53. The Rich Man Talks to Jesus

Hide coins around the room for the kids to find, show the kids the eye of a needle

54. Jesus Heals a Blind Man

Play Pin the Tail on the Donkey, make a maze for the kids to do while blindfolded, bring a pinata.
55. Jesus Heals a Man Who Couldn’t Walk

Draw the story, see how long the kids can go without moving

56. Jesus Heals Jairus’s Daughter

Play doctor, let kids hold and play with pieces of cloth

57. The Good Samaritan

Have kids “bandage” each other with toilet paper



58. Mary and Martha Visit With Jesus

Teach kids how to set the table, play “Would You Rather” using toys and snacks
59. The Sheep and Coin are Found

Have kids find toys hidden around the room, play | Spy,

60. A Son Runs Away

Play Hide and Seek, have kids draw pigs, “Mother May 1?”

61. Jesus Heals 10 Lepers

62. Jesus and Zacchaeus Become Friends

Sing “Zacchaeus was a Wee Little Man”, play Limbo, use coins to show how Zacchaeus gave
money back to people

63. Jesus Feeds More than 5000
Bring a snack, show kids how much 5000 is, show kids where the Sea of Galilee is
64. Jesus is the Good Shepherd

Have kids make a shepherd’s staff or sheep, talk about what a shepherd is, show pictures of a
shepherd

Freeze Tag (Have kids lay down instead), have kids wrap each other with toilet paper

Have kids cut out palm branches, reenact the story

Pretend to wash the kids’ feet, encourage kids to wipe down tables, chairs, other parts of the
room, ask kids how they can serve

Bring bread/juice and explain their meaning, show kids pictures/paintings of the Last Supper

Have kids draw and color a cross, make a cross out of popsicle sticks

Resurrection Rolls, egg hunt, resurrection eggs

Ask kids tricky True or False questions, Would You Rather, Doggy Doggy Where’s Your Bone
73. Jesus and the Miraculous Catch of Fish

See how many fish they can catch (Use a pencil and make fish out of pipe cleaners), goldfish
snack,

74. Jesus Goes to Heaven

Ask kids what heaven will be like/ draw heaven, make a cloud craft using cotton balls
75. The Holy Spirit Comes

Teach kids words in other languages

76. Peter and John Heal a Lame Man

Play Doctor, challenge kids to do activities without legs/arms

77. Early Christians Share

Bring cookies for kids to “share” with each other, Hot Potato, or Pass the Ball

78. Philip Tells the Ethiopian About Jesus

Take kids to the swings and pretend they are carriages, ask kids to tell you something about
Jesus

79. Saul’s Blinding Light

Bring in different lights for kids to see, ask kids if they could change their names what they
would change it to, play a game involving a blindfold like pin the tail on the donkey

Have kids make paper chains
